What is significant?
The Edwardian brick building associated exotic plantings and windmill are of significance. 

The exotic plantings include: 
· Canary Island date palm; 
· Olive; 
· Lillypilly; 
· Silky oak; 
· Flowering gum; 
· Pittosporum undulatum; 
· Lemon and citrus trees; 
· Brachychiton populneus; 
· Camellia japonica; 
· The Czar; 
· Erythrina sp.; 
· Peach or almond trees; and,  
· Pear tree. 
Butler (1997) listed a well at the site as significance as well. This was not relocated. 

How is it significant?
The site is of architectural and historical to the City of Casey.

Why is it significant?
The site is significant to the City of Casey for the following reasons: 

Springmont house, plantings, and windmill are of historical significance because they are associated with two important families in Clyde history – the Faceys and the Hardys. The association with the Hardys is especially of local significance as they were one of the Clyde pioneering families and included prominent local identity, William Hardy (Criterion A).  

Springmont house and associated plantings is of architectural significance due to its altered expression of the Edwardian era, in both house and landscape form (Criterion B).
